Prepare: story puzzle template, pair of
scissors
1. Prepare copies of story puzzle template
according to the number of groups (or
families). For ex, if there are 5 families, then
prepare five copies. 
2. Cut up the puzzle pieces and hide them
in the house. Have people find the puzzle
pieces and bring them back together to
make cross. 
3. After putting them into a cross, each
team (family) needs to come up with a story
using the words that were written on the
puzzle. The theme of the story must be
‘faith.‘
4. The team that came up with the best,
creative story gets to be the winner!
