Main: “The Christian Story of God’s Pursuit of Us” (English)

Beautiful, Disappointing, Hopeful - these three words depict the Christian Story and God has been pursuing each one
of us from the beginning of our lives until now. This session will describe how God pursues each one of us, and invites
us to respond to Him.

Breakout: “Emotionally Healthy Evangelism” (English)

When it comes to evangelism, it's not only what we share, but how we share it as we represent a God who “goes after
the one’”. This breakout session will cover what the gospel s, including key movements of the Christian Story, while also
providing a deeper understanding of how we can share the gospel in an emotionally healthy way, especially in our
secular, multicultural world. There will be a time of Q+A as well.
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Hanna Chung, LMFT (Licensed Marriage and Family Therapist), holds a Ph.D. in Family Ministry and
serves as an Adjunct Professor at HIS University. She is the wife of Pastor Joseph Chung of The Remnant
Church (NYC) and a mother of two young adult sons, Jedidiah and Jeremiah. Dr. Chungis an Instructor and
Supervisor for HUPE (HIS University Parenting Education), a Volunteer Spiritual Life Advisor at New York
University (NYU), and a Christian Counselor with Lighthouse Counseling Network. She is also a certified
Trainer forthe PREPARE/ENRICH Marriage Inventory, equipping couples for healthy and thriving marriages.
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Monica Kim (PhD, MAR, MEd) is a licensed psychologist and biblical counselor with over 20
years of experience. She maintains a private practice and serves as the Director of Care and Coun-
seling at Hope Montco Church in Ambler, PA. Monica also facilitates a biblical counseling training
group for counselors at the Christian Counseling & Educational Foundation (CCEF), where she
previously served as a counselor and Associate Faculty. She and her husband, Danny Kwon, have
three young adult sons and are co-authors of the recently published New Growth Press book,
Teenagers and Mental Health: AHandbook for Parents, Pastors, and Youth Leaders.
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Main: “Gaps to Care for Mental Health Struggles in the Asian-American Church and Christian Education” (English)
Galatians 6:2 says, “Bear one another’s burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ” This is Jesus’ invitation to the church,
for he is the ultimate burden-bearer. However, due to stigma, shame, and cultural barriers within the Asian-American
church related to mental health issues, significant gaps in care have emerged for children and teens facing deep strug-
gles. This session addresses how pastors, leaders, and teachers in the church can recognize these gaps and develop
practical, gospel-centered approaches to care.

Breakout: “Mental Health Issues: Serving Teenagers in Need” (English) (Breakout 20{|A{= $t=0{ 2}2Zt)

The gospel is the great hope for teenagers struggling with a wide range of mental health challenges. Yet while the pow-
erful hope of the gospel is foundational for anyone facing such struggles, the nuances and application of the gospel are
not always straightforward, nor do they offer simple solutions. This breakout session will begin exploring practical ways
for pastors, teachers, and lay leaders in the church to care for teenagers navigating mental health issues.
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Rev. Shirley Yang is an associate pastor at Metro Community Church in Englewood, NJ, con-
centrating on the Special Needs Ministry and Women'’s Ministry. She studied Psychology and Ed-
ucation at Douglass Women'’s College at Rutgers University and studied Christian Education at
Princeton Theological Seminary. She was then called to teach Special Education after getting
certified at William Paterson University, working for Bergen County Special Services and the Arc
of Bergen/Passaic Counties as a chaplain and coordinator for an after school program for chil-
dren with autism. After serving as a children’s pastor for 17 years, she started the Special Needs
Ministry at Metroin 2017 and has been serving this amazing ministry since. Sheis a proud mother
of her 2 adult children: Ethan and Evelyn, and their dog Toby.
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Breakout: “God’s Pursuing Love for the Differently Abled” (English)

Have you ever felt like something is missing at church? Until we become completely inclusive with differential abilities,
church will always feel like something is missing, We'll also be suffering, because when one part of the body suffers, ALL
suffers. Let's grow in learning of God's pursuing love for the differently abled and work on some practical steps going
forward TOGETHER as the ONE body of Christ. Let's move towards being GLAD together as we learn to HONOR our
differently abled sisters and brothers.

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Rev. Isaac Park earned a Master’s degree in Christian Education from Talbot School of Theology
and completed doctoral coursework in Education at the same institution. His research focused on
faith formation among Korean-American 1.5 and second-generation youth, exploring how emotional
intelligence and parenting styles within family relationships shape children’s spiritual development.
