Love does not boast, it is not proud

Passage: Love... it does not boast, it is not proud (1 Cor 13:4)

Main Verse: But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for
you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore
| will boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so
that Christ’s power may rest on me (2 Corinthians 12:9)

The third character of Love is not boasting and not being proud.
Bosting is an outer act coming from the inner mind of pride. Pride
is the root of boasting. Being prideful is the beginning of all sins,
as it attempts to transfer God’s authority and power to
ourselves.Boasting and pride lifts up oneself, not God, and it
adores ourselves, not God. In the passage, the original language
puoLdw (phusiod) also means to puff up. It looks puffed up on the
outside, but the inside is empty. One would fill himself with
meaningless hopes and dreams of his own life, yet, in the end,
they come back with emptiness. So the humble person boasts in
Christ alone. So this person would boast in his weaknesses
because he experienced God’s power completing him in his
weaknesses. So the humble one runs towards other weak people
to help and to build them. Pride puffs up oneself, but love of God
builds up one another (2 Cor 8:1).

Materials: Trash bag (or extra Large T shirt), balloons, permanent
marker

1.Blow up balloon half size so they are not too big. On the
balloons, write sayings and thoughts that represents boasting
and pride. Explain that pride in scripture is different from
confidence, so it focuses only on oneself. So try using, “Only |
am...” (ex: Only I am the best/ Only | am powerful/ Only | am
pretty)

2.Designate one person and have the person wear a trash bag
made into clothing by making holes for arms and head. Try
sealing the bottom open area with tapes. Fill the trash bag
clothing with balloons one by one, as you read out aloud the
statement written on the balloons.

3.After completely filling up the trash bag, tell a person to try
hugging others. It is difficult to do so.

Connect: When the person is filled with boasting and prideful
thoughts, the person cannot approach others well, because the
person has become full of him/herself. There is simply no room for
others to enter.

Boasting and prideful thoughts do not come from God. At times,
we confuse confidence with pride. But the prideful one boast in
oneself, in what he excels at. He focuses on himself alone.
Because he is so focused on his abilities and power, he will soon
meet his limitations. It looked all blown up on the outside, but
soon, one finds all empty inside after being struck with his own
limitations. But the one who found confidence in God is the one
who experienced God’s power in his weaknesses. Because his
focus in on God’s power, not on his, there is no limit. These people
boast in Christ and His power alone. They run towards other weak
brothers and sisters in Christ with confidence, to build them up.
They willingly suffer for others and give themselves away in order
to love others. They have received such love from Christ, so they
are able to give.

Dear God, Help us examine our hearts to see if we were full of
ourselves. Instead of boasting in ourselves, help us to boast only
in the works of Christ. You work through our weaknesses, so we
can depend on your power. Help us live our everyday life, lifting
up and building up others in love of Christ that goes beyond our
power. In Jesus’ name we pray, Amen.
