“Roof-Breaking Faith: A New Perspective on Disability Ministry”
(Ephesians 2:22)
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When we examine passages in both the Old and New Testaments related

to disability, we find a total of 1,442 verses. This accounts for approximately

4.6% of the entire Bible—a significant portion. In fact, this is more than the

total length of one full book of the Bible, the Gospel of Luke.

When we focus specifically on the ministry of Jesus, this emphasis becomes

even clearer. About 40% of the miracles and signs recorded in the Gospels are

related to the healing of people with disabilities. God never regarded disabil-

ity as something marginal or secondary.

What about us? Together with you, | hope we can build a disability ministry

that overcomes barriers with a “roof-breaking” faith that goes beyond what

seems impossible.
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“When You Need Rest” (1 Kings 19:1-8)
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The life of parents raising children with disabilities is filled with endless devo-
tion and love, but it is also easy to become exhausted and weary. In the midst
of the pain, loneliness, and despair that parents experience, when they feel
they can do nothing, what they need is “rest” However, in reality, many find
it difficult to take care of themselves because of a sense of responsibility and
guilt. Rest is not merely taking a break, but a time of grace in which one re-
stores spirituality in God and renews faith. When parents rest well in the Lord
and are spiritually filled, their relationship with their children can be built up
even more in love. Being able to rest is faith!

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“Understanding Challenging Behaviors in Individuals with Disabilities
and Assent-Based Intervention Strategies”
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Individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities may at times dis-
play aggressive or contextually inappropriate behaviors, which can make it
challenging for churches to maintain a smooth worship environment. These
behaviors may create anxiety for others and can sometimes influence the
behavior of other students.However, many churches lack the professional
support or training needed to fully understand and respond to these situ-
ations effectively. This lecture aims to provide a clearer understanding of
challenging behaviors and to introduce practical ways to respond through
Assent- based intervention, grounded in respect and dignity.
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Dr. Boram Kim is an Assistant Professor in the Speech-Language-Hear-

ing Sciences department at Lehman College. She holds the CCC-SLP certifi-
cation and is licensed in New Jersey and New York. She earned her B.A. in

Christian Studies and English Language & Literature from Ewha Womans
University and her Ph.D. in Linguistics from CUNY Graduate Center.

Her research focuses on speech sound disorders in bilingual children.
She has provided training for teachers serving children with special needs
at Mosaic Christian Fellowship, sharing practical strategies that can be di-
rectly applied in ministry to support children’s language development and
participation.

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“Worship in Motion: Bridging Adapted Physical Education and
Inclusive Praise”
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At this conference, Kevin shares his expertise in designing inclusive, move-
ment-based ministry programs for the church. He demonstrates practical
ways to help every participant engage, including:

« Adapted Praise & Worship: Using rhythmic and sensory-friendly move-
ments so children with mobility or sensory challenges can fully join ener-
getic VBS and Sunday service praise.

+ Inclusive Recreational Fellowships: Creating modified sports and bud-
dy-system games that promote social connection, teamwork, and phys-
ical well-being,

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“Agape Wave: Inclusive Praise and Church Ministry”
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This session demonstrates how praise can communicate the church’s vision
while exploring the Agape Wave and Special Education Ministry. Participants
will learn about Sunday services, field activities, volunteer opportunities,
worship order, curriculum, and sermon preparation, concluding with a final
praise session, providing a comprehensive, hands-on model for inclusive
ministry.
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Pastor Oh-seop Kwon leads the Disabilities Worship (Circle Ministry) at
Semihan Church in Dallas, dedicating his ministry to creating worship ex-
periences that are fully inclusive for people with disabilities. He earned his

D.Min. from SouthWestern Baptist Theological Seminary and is currently
pursuing a Ph.D. at MidWestern Baptist Theological Seminary.

In his Sunday services, he oversees worship, teaching, and small-group
activities, adapting approaches to participants’ age and abilities. He also de-
velops sermon preparation and delivery strategies, aiming to ensure that ev-
ery attendee can grow in God’s Word and experience community.
