Passage: ... is not easily angered... (1 Cor 13:5)

Main Verse: "In your anger do not sin" Do not let the sun go
down while you are still angry, and do not give the devil a
foothold.

The seventh character of love is not to be easily angered. In a
busy and challenging world, we face many unpleasant situations
and circumstances that triggers anger in us. Anger is a natural
feeling shared by both adults and even small children. While it is
an allowed feeling, it is important how we deal with it. Bible
teaches us that we should not sin in anger (Ephesians 4:26-27).
When we are remaining in His word, we are given power from the
Lord that is greater than our feelings of anger. We are able to put
anger under control. Often times, our anger isn't so much about a
specific person, but it can come from our hearts deep within.
When Spirit of God works in us, He helps us to see the root within,
and He starts doing His work of healing.

Materials: two bottles of coke (one should be brought as is, the
other should be made flat), mentos candy, big bowl

1.Show two bottles of coke. Say that these bottles of coke
represent us. A flat coke is the person who had been
meditating scripture day and night. Read today's main verse
to this coke bottle three times. The other bottle of coke
represents a person who has not meditated on scriptures at
all.

2.Show mentos candy and say they symbolize angry words.
Take turn and say annoying words that triggers anger and put
in the mentos candy to both bottles (ex: you are so ugly! Why
are you so bad at everything?)

3.Note the regular coke bottle blows up (Place the bowl
beneath so it doesn't flow over to other places). The bottle
that read the Word of God did not blow up.

Connection: Every person holds feelings of anger. But we all have
different ways of handling it. People who trust in God find ways
to deal with their anger through God's counseling in His word.
Solution is always available.
